HOW TO USE

HAIR PREP

1. Start by washing your hair as usual.

2. Once finished, towel dry your hair to remove any excess water.
3. Apply and comb through any pre-styling hair products.

Important: Don't allow excess water from your hair or any other
source to come in contact with your FL!KT 6-in-1 Hair Styling Wand.

DRYING

1. Start by attaching the hair dryer attachment to the styling wand.

2. Press the power button for 2-3 seconds to turn on the product.

3. To choose your temperature, press the temperature control button to
select your desired heat.

4.  Foryour desired airflow, press the airflow control button to select
your speed.

5. Todry your hair, direct the airflow downwards from the roots to the
tips, holding the styling wand around 6 inches from your head.

6.  If following with another attachment, only dry your hair until it's
approximately 60-70% dry to enhance styling.

STYLING

1. First, remove the hair dryer attachment before adding your desired
styling attachment.

2. Follow these styling tips for each attachment:
Large & Small Round Blowout Brush: Place the brush under each
hair section as close to the roots as possible. Simply brush down
your hair whilst rolling outwards to the ends.
Smoothing Paddle Brush: Simply smooth over hair from root to tip
and curve under towards the ends of your hair.
Large & Small Multidirectional Autowrap Barrel: Place the ends of
your hair on the barrel and let the airflow wrap the hair around the
barrel. Move the barrel towards your head without twisting, letting
the hair naturally wrap around. Hold for 5-10 seconds and release.

If wearing extensions, be careful when using the styling brush
attachments at the root area. We recommend a cooler setting and
keeping contact to a minimum.



HOW TO CHANGE ATTACHMENTS

Hold the attachment and the styling wand body securely in
separate hands.

Align the triangular arrow on the attachment with the triangular
arrow on the styling wand.

Make sure the two arrows line up and place the attachment into
the styling wand before rotating clockwise until you feel it click
into place.

REMOVING & CHANGING
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Simply press and hold the unlock button on the styling wand body.
Keep the unlock button pressed and turn the attachment in an
anticlockwise direction.

Release the unlock button once the attachment has come loose
and gently pull it out of the styling wand.

When removing and changing attachments, they may be hot so
leave to cool first.

CLEANING

The product can be cleaned with a dry cloth.

The attachments can be cleaned with a moist cloth or rinsed under
a running tap.

Remove the attachments from the product before cleaning them.
Make sure the attachments are dry before using or storing them.
Never rinse the product with water.

STORAGE

When not in use, unplug the product.

Allow the product to cool before storing it in a dry location.

Never wrap the cord around the product as this will cause the cord
to wear prematurely and break. If the supply cord of this product
becomes damaged, the product must be replaced by returning to
the retailer from which the product was purchased or a similarly
qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.

Use only attachments recommended by FL!KT. Using unapproved attachments may pose a risk.

If the product is not functioning properly, has a damaged cord or plug, has experienced a sharp

impact, has been droptped, damaged, left outdoors, or submerged in water, do not use it. Contact

customer services for further guidance.

Avoid handling the plug or product with wet hands to prevent an electric shock.

Do not attempt to disassemble the product, as improper reassembly can lead to electric shock or

fire hazards.

The product should not be used on synthetic hair.

This product is intended for indoor use only.

Never use it on someone who is sleeping.

Never drop or insert any object into any opening.

CABLE SAFETY

These guidelines prioritise safety and proper handling of the power cable, aiming to prevent accidents and
maintain the cable's functionality.

Check for damage: Before using the power cable, carefully inspect it for any signs of damage. If you
notice any damage, do not use the cable.
